Post Graduate Medical Education Regulations (Amendment), 2025

F.No. N-P016(11)/2/2023-PGMEB-NMC/COORD.—In exercise of the powers conferred by Section 25(1),
Section 35 and 57 (2) of the National Medical Commission Act, 2019, the National Medical Commission hereby
makes the following draft Regulations to further amend the “Post Graduate Medical Education Regulations, 2023
or “PGMER-23"namely—

L. (i) These Regulations may be called the “Post Graduate Medical Education Regulations
(Amendment), 2025”.

(i)  They shall come into force from the date of their publication in the Official Gazette.

2. The following is added in Regulation 7.1 of the Regulation after, “Each Department will be headed by a
Professor”, under the heading “Department”:-

"The post of the Head of Department (HoD) will be rotated every three-years amongst Professors and
Associate Professors who are eligible to become Professor, who holds Medical Post-graduate degree, based
on seniority in the Department".
