Search Committee for recommending suitable names for the post of Vice-Chancellor. The
Search Committee now invites nominations/applications from eminent academicians who
fulfill the qualification and experience prescribed for the post of Vice-Chancellor as per
the State Government Notification dated 09/04/2010 & 01/06/2017 and who are willing
to take on this prestigious assignment. The Committee is expected to submit its
recommendation in a panel of not less than 5 names to the Hon'ble Chancellor for

consideration of appointment of the Vice-Chancellor.

tenure shall be for a period of 5 years or attainment of 65 years of age whichever is earlier.

Additionally, they should provide a summary description
of fulfilling the essential requirement and justifying their competency for the position of
