. The College/department should accept the examination forms from the eligible candidates only & submit to
the University alongwith Demand Draft / RTGS / NEFT as per above mentioned schedule. If Candidate opted

for wearing Traditional/Cultural Dress during Theory Examinations, then it will be mandatory for him / her

to remain present one hour before commencement of Examination for frisking.

. Examination Forms of candidates submitted by the college to the University must accompany fees in the form
of a Demand Draft / RTGS / NEFT of any Nationalized Bank drawn in favour of the "The Registrar,
Maharashtra University of Health Sciences" payable at Nashik. The amount of demand draft will be total
of the fees paid by all the students, whose application forms are being submitted. Examination forms without
Demand Draft / RTGS / NEFT Receipt will not be accepted. No cash will be accepted in any case.

. All examination forms with demand Draft / RTGS / NEFT shall be sent through a college representative, who
is looking after the work of examination forms. Examination forms should not be sent by post.
Examination forms sent by post shall be rejected by the University and any loss (academic/financial)
caused to the students shall rest with the respective Colleges.

Candidate(s) should not be sent personally to the University for Submission of Examination forms.

. It will be the sole responsibility of the concerned Dean/Principal/Director to verify and certify the
attendance of the students, grant of term, eligibility, number of attempts and the admission date. The
examination forms of the students who do not fulfill the requisite conditions should not be sent to the

University.

. The College shall print their own fee receipt book in triplicate. Original receipt will be given to the candidate,
second copy will be attached to the examination form and the college will retain the third copy.

Specimen of the examination form should be displayed on all College Notice Boards.

Please fill up the examination forms in the Lecture Hall under the instructions of the Senior Teacher, so that
the forms are filled in a proper manner.

. It should be noted that submission of Audited Statement of Account of Theory, Practical & CAP advances
given for previous examinations, shall be submitted by the respective Centres to the University by 31/03/2023.

. Candidates seeking admission to examination are required:

To go through the information carefully and acquaint themselves with all requirements.

This
should be completed in all respects.

To avoid overwriting, cutting, erasing etc. on the form. Incomplete form shall be rejected and should be
avoided; any error arising on this account shall be the responsibility of the candidate.

To affix firmly two recent high contrast photographs of size 35mm x 45mm; preferably colored
Photographs (taken after 01/04/2022) with gum/fevistik (Not to be pinned or stapled) within the space
provided for it. It should be duly attested by the Head of the Institution where candidate is studying. The
Photographs of the candidate should be attested in such a way that a part of signature is on photograph
and other part on application form. Attestation should be done on the bottom part of photograph so that
photograph is not defaced.

. Request for change or correction of any information, once given in the application, will not be entertained
under any circumstances.

criteria to be observed _during issuance of Hall Ticket).

Explanation: 'Prosecution of a reqular course of study' means attendance at not less than 75% of the
lectures delivered in_each subject of the course of instruction and 80% in practical work for the
examination during the total academic period. Attendance in both cases shall be calculated till such
date before the commencement of the written examination or up to the end of the academic term,
whichever is later.

It wil

not fulfill the required conditions as mentioned above should not be sent to the University. Grant of
Term will be certifed by Director/Dean/Principal as per Ordinance 01/2014 & as per Academic Calender
published by the University.

A candidate who is unable to present himself for an examination or a part thereof shall not be entitled to any
refund of his/her fees. However, an applicant who is found ineligible for an examination shall be entitled to
refund of %" of the net examination fee paid.

If a candidate suppresses some vital information or gives false information to appear at an examination for
which he/she is not eligible or entitled, the total amount of fee paid by him/her shall be forfeited. He/she may
be debarred for one term from appearing in further examination and/or fine of Rs.500/- will be imposed.
However, in case of subsequent indulgence of similar nature, the period of debarment may be extended up to
three terms.

g) Note: All Undergraduate courses (i.e Medical, Dental, Ayurved, Unani, Homoeopathy & Allied
Sciences) students shall be entitled for ATKT facility as per University rules & accordingly, the
respective College shall submit examination forms as per ATKT rules prescribred by the University
time-to-time.

2) For PG Students passed out from other Universities, UG Degree certificate of respective University must
be submitted.

FOR P.G. MEDICAL (M.D./M.S./D.M./M.Ch.) :-

The Dean/Principal of the college shall ensure about fulfillment of the Eligibility Criteria by the
student, before submission of Examination Forms to the University.

All the Candidates joining the Post Graduate training programme shall work as ‘full Time Residents’ during
the period of training and shall attend not less than 80% (Eighty Percent) of the imparted training during
each academic term of six months. The Candidate shall complete 36 months of course for degree and 24
months course for diploma including period of examinations.

The Record(Log) Books shall be checked and assessed periodically by the faculty members imparting the
training. Accordingly, the soft copy of the Log Book shall be submitted to the University.

(2) Period of Training:-

MDS course shall be of three years duration for three academic years as full time
candidates in an institution including the period of examinations.

Provided further that the duration of the post-graduate course for the post-graduate
Diploma holders shall be of two years in the respective specialty. The syllabus and
curriculum shall be the same as MDS Course in the concerned specialty except that they
are not required (i) to undergo study and training in Basic Sciences and (ii) pass the PART-
Examination of MDS Course. However, they have to submit the dissertation work, as part of
the post-graduate programme.

(3) Criteria of maximum time-limit for passing of course:

The time period required for passing out the MDS course shall be a maximum of six
years from the date of admission in said course.

(4) Attendance: -

Every candidate is required to have minimum 80 % attendance in Theory & 80%
attendance in Practical separately during each Academic Year to be eligible for the examination.

(5) Schedule of Examinations:-

University shall conduct MDS Examinations PART-l at the end of 1% Year and PART-II
examination at the end of Third year of MDS course as per the time schedule as prescribed by the
University from time to time. The University shall not conduct more than two examinations in a
year.

B) Scheme for Practical Examinations:-

Clinical/Practical examination is designed to test the clinical skill, performance and
competence of the candidate in skills such as communication, clinical examination, medical/dental
procedures or prescription, exercise prescription, latest techniques, evaluation and interpretation of
results so as to undertake independent work as a specialist.

The practical/clinical examination in all the specialties shall be conducted for six candidates
in two days.

1) Viva Voce Examination:-

All examiners will conduct viva-voce jointly on candidate’s comprehension, analytical
approach, expression, interpretation of data and communication skills. It includes all components
of course contents. It includes presentation and discussion on dissertation also.

Il) Pedagogy Exercise:-

A topic be given to each candidate in the beginning of clinical examination. He/she be

asked to make a presentation on the topic for 8-10 minutes.
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C) Dissertation :-

Title & Synopsis of Dissertation and final Dissertation shall be submitted to the University as

prescribed from time to time.

A) Approval of Dissertation work is an essential precondition for a candidate to appear in the
University final examinations.

B) Candidate submitting Thesis/Dissertation after the last date shall not be eligible to appear
in ensuing University final examinations even if he/she is issued Hall Ticket/Admit Card.

C) A candidate whose dissertation has been accepted by the examiners, but who is declared
failed at the final examinations will be permitted to reappear at the subsequent MDS
examination without having to prepare a new Dissertation, however, if the Dissertation is
rejected, the authorities shall give reasons thereof and suggestion for the improvement of
the same and the Dissertation shall be re-submitted to the examiners and it shall be
accepted by the examiner before he/she appears in MDS Examinations.

Library Dissertation: - It is necessary for the respective candidates to upload Library
Dissertation Certificate signed by the HOD, Dean / Principal of college in software. It is
mandatory to college to verify submission of Library Dissertation certificate in the software
system & submit online Dissertation to the University.

Guide: - Guide shall be approved / recognized by the University.

Change of Guide: - In the event of a registered Guide leaving the college for any reason or
in the event of death, the Guide may be changed with prior permission from the University.
(follow the change of guide rules as per university Circular No. 23/2017 dated 07/10/2017)

Thesis shall be examined by a minimum of 3 examiners, (Appointed by the University) one

internal and Two external (out of University zone / out of state). At least two examiners shall
approve the same otherwise candidate will lose his 6 months.
Results of thesis shall be declared 1 (one) month before the final examinations.
Candidate will be allowed to appear for the theory exam only after acceptance of his/her
thesis.

(6) Passing Head and Standard of Passing: -

PART - I:-
Every candidate has to secure minimum 50% marks in each paper of Theory
PART - II:-

a) Approval of Dissertation work is an essential precondition for a candidate to appear
in the University final examinations.

b) Fifty percent of the total marks in theory examination. However, the candidate has to
secure minimum 40% marks in each paper to be declared as pass.

c) Fifty percent of the total marks in clinical, oral and practical taken together.
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(7) Applicability of ATKT Facility:

The Candidates shall have to secure a minimum of 50% in the Basic Sciences and shall
have to pass the PART — | examination at least six months prior to the final (PART - II)

examination

(8) Appointment of Examiner

GUIDELINES FOR EXAMINERS APPOINTMENT:-

1) Shall possess qualification and experience of a Professor in a post-graduate degree
programme.

2) A person who is not a regular post-graduate teacher in the subject shall not be
appointed as an examiner.

3) The internal examiner in a subject shall not accept external examinership in a college
for the same academic year.

4) No person shall be appointed as an extemal examiner for the same institution for more
than two consecutive years. However, if there is a break on one year, the person can
be re-appointed.

There shall be four examiners appointed to conduct practical examination.

a) One Intemal examiner from same college.
b) One Internal examiner within the state (other than the parent college.)
c¢) Two external examiners from outside the state.

Appointment of examiner shall be as prescribed by the University from time to time.
